STUDENT REQUIREMENTS 2018

At the beginning of each school year children are asked to bring a
number of items to school.

Some of the items brought in by students will be shared within the
class. The items that the children will need to start the school year
are as follows:

e Kindergarten

2 large boxes of tissues, antibacterial hand wash (no water required), library bag, 2 solid
glue sticks, ear buds/ earphones or headphones (optional), 2 whiteboard markers and a
spare change of clothing.

e Years1&2

2 large boxes of tissues, antibacterial hand wash (no water required),Library bag, covered
A4 exercise book for homework, 2 solid glue sticks, one packet of textas, a small pencil
case with 2 lead pencils and coloured pencils, ruler, sharpener (Year 2 only), ear buds/
earphones or headphones (optional) and 2 whiteboard markers.

e Years3- 4

2 large boxes of tissues, antibacterial hand wash, 2 solid glue sticks, 2 lead pencils,
coloured pencils, soft rubber, pencil sharpener, exercise book for homework (A4 book),
30cm wooden ruler (cm /mm), library bag, 2 black pens, NO felt tip pens, textas, ear buds/
earphones or headphones (optional), 2 whiteboard markers and a medium sized pencil
case.

e Years5- 6

2 large boxes of tissues, antibacterial hand wash, 2 solid glue sticks, 2 lead pencils (per
term), coloured pencils, soft rubber, pencil sharpener, exercise book for homework (A4
book), 30cm wooden ruler (cm /mm), library bag, 1 red pen, 2 black pens, NO felt tip pens,
textas, a medium sized pencil case, ear buds/ earphones or headphones (optional) and 2
whiteboard markers.

Itis strongly suggested that Stage 3 students have a personal dictionary.

NO LIQUID PAPER AND NO AEROSOL CANS

All items including clothing should be labeled for school with their name and class.

A hat is required for sport and lunch play activities on the K-2 and 3 -6 grass areas. Hats
must be blue and the style can be wide brimmed, bucket, sun or legionnaire.
